Instructions for Authors
All submitted abstracts must be edited and thoroughly checked for errors. The main text should be Microsoft Word formatted. Font: Times New Roman 12 pt.; all margins: 2.5; line spacing: one; paragraph spacing: 1.25 cm. The Abstract body should not exceed three A4 pages.

Abstract title should be given in Capitals, Bold, without a paragraph, middle spaced.

Family Name(s) and Initials: lower-case letters, italic, without a paragraph, middle spaced. Initials should follow the Family Name, space separated. Authors’ Affiliations (if differ) should be identified with superscript Arabic number given after the Family Name.

In the next paragraph, full name of the Organization(s), separated with semicolon, if more than one, with superscript Arabic number prior to the name of the Organization, must be provided, without paragraph spacing, followed by City, and Country, all in lower-case letters, middle spaced.

Next line is blank. 

Then Abstract Title, Authors, Organization(s) etc. are to be given in English.

Next paragraph with 1.25 spacing should begin with the Abstract Body, avoiding hyphens, Tables, and Figures. Width spacing.
It is the responsibility of the Organizing Committee of the Sixth International Conference to review all submitted abstracts for their conformity to the Topics of the Conference, acceptance or refusal.
